Almost two years away from the concerts is too much for one of the greatest heavy bands of our times. Jus Oborn (voice/guitar), Liz Buckingham (guitar), Justin Greaves (drums) and Rob Al-Issa (bass), are about to reclaim their throne. Among a few selected live appearances they will visit our Athens on Friday the 7th of October. 

The band was formed in Dorset in 1992, by Justin Oborn, Tim Bagshow (bass) and Mark Greening (drums). Lee Dorrian (Rise Above Records) recognised their huge talent right away and took them under his label. They even recruited Dave Patchett – well known for his work on Cathedral albums - for the artwork of their debut. With this line up, they recorded Electric Wizard, Come My Fanatics, Supercoven & Dopethrone that offered them the cult stutus they deserved. Let Us Prey followed in 2002. In 2003, Tim and Mark left to form Ramesses and Jus replaced them with Liz (ex 13/Sourvein), Justin Greaves (drummer of legendary Iron Monkey and Teeth of the Lion Rule The Divine) and long time friend Rob Al-Issa. With this line up, they released their 5th album, aptly entitled, "We Live".
